Thromboprophylaxis:

Colin Howie: update on VTE  prophylaxis. The NICE guidance is  due to be published soon and is unlikely to change. The relative risk reduction for VTE phenomenon is 0.8  if chemical prophylaxis is prescribed. However  this is offset by an increased risk of stroke or GI bleed of 1.56.  The key to using the guidance is to carry out and document a proper risk assessment and  discuss the risks with all patients.

Colin Howie reports that  there is steady  progress  in discussions to set up a national study to compare pharmacological DVT prevention regimens. This will be a three arm randomized trial with death as the primary endpoint. However, there will also be links with HES  data for complications and with PROMS. Rick Fordham  from Norwich has been recruited as the health economist and statistical help  is essential from a department accredited within the EU. The study will cost £3-4m  over a three-year period and the application will be presented to HTA  in December. It is thought that the trial could not start before  September 2010 at the earliest.

“The British Hip Society considers it mandatory that all surgeons undertaking primary and revision hip arthroplasty in England, Wales and Northern Ireland must try to ensure patient consent and enter full data on the National Joint Registry”

“Poor compliance with the consenting process should be considered as an indicator of poor performance”
